HUMAN RIGHTS ORGANIZATIONS EXPRESS SUPPORT FOR THE COMMITTEE ON ENFORCED
DISAPPEARANCES AND REQUEST THE RENEWAL OF ITS MANDATE

In the run-up to the Conference of State Parties to the International Convention on the Protection of
All Persons from Enforced Disappearance (hereinafter referred to as CPED or the Convention), the
undersigned human rights organizations underline the essential role that the Committee on Enforced
Disappearances (hereinafter the Committee), performs within the mechanism for human rights
protectionand request that its mandate be renewed so that it can continue its important mission of
preventing and protecting against enforced disappearance.

Recognizing the Work of the Committee

Regrettably, enforced disappearances are still affecting thousands of persons in every region of the
world. By 2015, the United Nations had received countless complaints denouncing disappearances
committed in 88 different states.! The prevention and protection against enforced disappearance has
been, and must remain, a core objective of international human rights law and its protection
mechanisms.

Since its entry into force on December 23", 2010, the Convention has provided legal protection
against enforced disappearance and the Committee has consolidated its role as a mechanism with
the capacity of making that protection effective. Since its creation, the Committee has reviewed a
total of 341 urgent actions,? it has granted 83 precautionary measures and in 11 cases it has
requested states to protect mass graves and evidence related to urgent actions.®Furthermore, it has
issued 18 Concluding Observations thus completing the monitoring process for most of the
countries that have submitted their reports under article 29(1) of the Convention. Similarly, it has
issued 2 Statements and it has recently adopted views under the individual complaint mechanism
for the first time, in the case of Roberto Yrusta v. Argentina.’

On December 19", 2016, the State Parties to the Convention will meet under article 27 of the
Convention in order “to evaluate the functioning of the Committee and to decide, in accordance
with the procedure described in article 44, paragraph 2, whether it is appropriate to transfer to
another body - without excluding any possibility - the monitoring of this Convention, in accordance
with the functions defined in articles 28 to 36"

It is imperative to recall that said article was included in the drafting process of the Convention,
because some States “argued that a proliferation of mechanisms must be resisted, that the work of
the existing treaty bodies needed rationalizing, that advantage should be taken of the Human Rights
Committee’s experience and prestige and that victims should have a single body to turn to”.®
However, as of today, these arguments are no longer valid. The Committee has created its own

prestige on the basis of its specialized experience in processing cases of enforced disappearance.
The Committee’s capacity to give immediate and efficient response through its mechanism of
urgent actions has become an extremely valuable tool for the protection against enforced
disappearances.

In contrast, the reasons that originally advocated for the creation of the Committee remain valid:
the need to give visibility to the problem of enforced disappearances remains vital to the adequate
protection of persons; the importance of ensuring a prompt and specialized response to situations of
enforced disappearances that alternative monitoring bodies may not provide and, the significance of
preserving the efficacy of the mechanism of urgent actions in order to guarantee a forum with the
capacity to timely perform the important functions of prevention and protection.

The Committee’s mandate must be renewed

In this context, and before the international community’s pressing need to face the severe problem
of disappearances, it is crucial to renew the mandate of the Committee. Attempting tocombine its
mandate with would severely limit the capacity of international mechanisms to respond to the large
numbers of urgent actions, cases and evaluations that are submitted. This alternative would only
serve the interests of those seeking to hamper the effective supervision of the international
obligations regarding enforced disappearance.

The Committee represents a vital mechanism for the protection of fundamental rights. Its main
significance lies in providing victims with an efficient mechanism to hastily process cases of
enforced disappearance which are naturally time-sensitive and require rapid responses. Other
reasons that further reinforce the importance of the Committee to the effectiveness of human rights
are: its cooperation with the Working Group that allows to amplify the capacity of international
mechanisms; the increased visibility that the Committee provides to cases of enforced
disappearances.

Moreover, for the signing organizations, it is necessary that the international community
concentrates the CPED monitoring duties under a single autonomous body. The Convention is the
legal document that the international community designed with the purpose of dealing with
enforced disappearance, one of the practices that most harshly threaten the enjoyment of human
rights. The following reasons underline the need to safeguard international law’s capacity to give
effective response to these cases and demand that the Convention holds its own monitoring
mechanism:

1) The CPED reunites the result of decades of normative creation and codifies a jus cogens
norm to grant it with greater practical efficacy. Additionally, the CPED provides norms
about the responsibility of hierarchical superiors in the commission of enforced
disappearances and it also establishes the legal ground for international cooperation in
preventing and sanctioning such a crime.

2) The CPED creates stronger obligations in comparison to other international law
documents such as the Declaration on the Protection of All Persons Against Enforced
Disappearance.

3) The CPED provides greater protection against types of disappearances that are absent in
other documents. Its article 3 amplifies the spectrum of protection against disappearances



as it clearly establishes that States must investigate conducts that reunite the elements of
a disappearance even if it was not committed with the State’s support or acquiescence.

4) Contrasting to regional treaties, the CPED is open for universal ratification, which is of
notable relevance as enforced disappearances are still happening worldwide.

Since the infamous “Nacht und Nebel” decree revealed the policy of enforced disappearance
promoted under the Nazi regime, the international community undertook the commitment to protect
the right not to be subjected to an enforced disappearance. From that moment on, the condemnation
of such a practice has been affirmed by the General Assembly®, the Economic and Social Council’,
the Human Rights Commission,® the Human Rights Council,® the Inter-American Court on Human
Rights®, the European Court on Human Rights,'* among other institutions.

Nevertheless, in spite of the progress and valuable efforts, enforced disappearances are still harming
individuals, communities and nations. Today, thousands of persons are still disappeared, their
families are still seeking justice and many more remain exposed to being forcibly disappeared. The
international community cannot be insensitive to this reality.

During the forthcoming Conference of State Parties to the CPED, government representatives will
bear the duty to reinforce this commitment and to prevent diluting the capacity of the international
community to provide an effective response. Currently, it is proven that the Committee is a
necessary organ to guarantee that international mechanisms adequately perform the task of
protecting all persons against enforced disappearances. A responsible political commitment, in
accordance with State’s human rights legal obligations, requires maintaining the Committee and
consolidating its mandate as the body in charge of supervising the Convention.
